Crossings Café has a very cosy and welcoming ambience. Even though the café has Bible verses plastered on their walls, they play mainstream music which anyone could enjoy. There are also magazines to accompany customers while they are waiting for their food. Their staff were polite and cheerful always engaging their customers.  As I was talking to their staff, one of their barista, Ahmad Irfan, 25 said: “We work here as a family and not just any other team. Sometimes I feel like giving up but my employers give me a lot of courage and tell me to press on,” – This instantly impressed me.

The chicken was tender and crispy and the portion was huge. If you are not worried about gaining a bit of weight, this should be your go to. The salad which accompanied the chicken was crisp. On the downside, I felt that the cheese was not evenly distributed. There were some parts of the chicken without cheese. The Chicken Parmigiana came along with a stack of fries too and the dish cost $16 (w/o GST and service charge).

There was an ongoing promotion in Crossings Café which was the Australian Ribeye Steak with Mushroom Sauce together with the Soup of the Day. It was also served with fries and salad and it was $20 (w/o GST and service charge). The waiter who took our orders warned us that the steak will be in a medium size as we were ordering a meal instead of A-la-Carte but we still carried on with it. The meat was tender and juicy and the mushroom sauce had a delicate aroma and a savoury taste. 
Verdict: 8/10
